remuneration		from		any		other		business		or		principals		which		may		give		rise		to		any		conflict		with	
the		interests		of		the		member's		said		client		or		employer.	

3.	 A		member		shall		only		act		for		more		than		one		party		in		any		transaction		if		all		parties		agree		in	
advance		in		writing.	

4.	 A		member		acting		for		a		client		shall		inform		the		client		in		advance		in		writing		of		any		other		interest	
the		member		may		have		in		any		activities		undertaken		on		behalf		of		the		client.	

5.	 A		member		shall		not,		by		unfair		or		unprofessional		means,		do		anything		that		could		harm		the	
business		or		prospects		of		a		fellow		member.	

6.	 A		member		shall		not		knowingly		investigate		the		professional		competence		of		another		member	
without		the		knowledge		of		that		member.
